Could these be sent in a named envelope stating days staying if not all week.   

Each half term we have a number of families who do not pay their dinner money bills, we have to send several reminders, texts and emails and finally calling them direct.  This takes a lot of extra admin time and we would REALLY appreciate it if payment could be prompt at the beginning of the half term.
